Energy diplomacy

Energy Issues Become
a Core Aspect of
Diplomacy

Couldyoutellussomethingabout
the activities of the Clingendael
Institute? Which are the main topics
you are working on at this stage?

First ofall, among the basic activities
of the Clingendael Institute | can outline
diplomatic training, research and public
activities. We are an independent
foundation so we really can play the
role of a think tank in the Netherlands
and also on international scale. We
work on four major topics - Europe,
security, diplomacy and energy. We try
to integrate those core tasks of foreign
policy because it is impossible to look
separately at the gas problems or the
liberalizing the EU market without also
looking atthe geopolitical aspect, atthe
economic one, the bilateral relations
and so on. My major duty is actually to
coordinate all the foreign diplomatic
trainings, the capacity building, and
all the relations with diplomatic
academies. Therefore | am responsible
for the relations between Clingendael
and the Bulgarian Diplomatic Institute
(BDI). Within this framework we work
onalot of expertise, trying to match our
expertise with the Bulgarian expertise.

Energy topics are new to your
portfolio. Why did you decide to

include them in your trainings?
My institute was established in
1983 and before that we had already

a predecessor institute. So this year
we will have our 25th anniversary. Of
course our main duties were initially

Mpe3 2009 r. tmame HamepeHMe fa
opraHusnpame rosiaima KoHpepeHuus,
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focused on Europe and security and
the facilitation of our ministry in
diplomatic training and diplomacy.
One of the most important reasons
for establishing a centre on energy
policy was to bring the private and
public sector together. Subsequently,
the issue got higher and higher on
the agenda. We saw that it had to deal
with our other core task — European
integration, and it is now also high on
the agenda in Brussels. In diplomacy
thediplomats who should treat energy
policy were not actually experts on
energy. So first of all there was a need
in the Dutch society to bring the
public and private sector together and
secondly, the need for people who
could integrate all those interests and
different subtasks of foreign policy
and treat them in a more strategic,
conceptual way. For example, the
Bali conference marked out a clear
link between energy and sustainable
development. To sum up, there was a
great need for more strategic policy
and information.

The energy centre started in 2001
with the support of the private and
the public sector. It is now actually
specializing in three different topics
related to the geopolitical aspect,
the liberalization of the EU market
and now another leg has been added
- to discuss the possibility from the
energy perspective how to get into
low-carbon industries. There you
find the link with the sustainable
development. It is amazing how it
started simply as an idea and now
there is so much need for knowledge
that we have quite a lot of separate
seminars, and the energy issue has
accessed our diplomatic training
programme. We train diplomats that
when they represent their country
they have to merge all interests into
one interest, the interest of their own
country, and energy is an important
aspect of it. We sense the importance
of the issue not only for governments,
but also for the media and NGOs
- they have become experts on the
issue nowadays. We often witness



that when there is an increase in the
oil price in the Netherlands we can
always have the media explain the
geopolitical context behind it. | think
this is a good example how it is not
important only for our government
but also for society as such.

How can the establishing of
a programme for cooperation
enhance the work of the Bulgarian
institutions involved?

Last month we signed a
Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU)for 3years between Clingendael
and the Bulgarian Diplomatic Institute.
There are four chapters in the MOU
- oneison training, one — on research,
the third is on library but the forth
is on energy diplomacy. The topic
was decided one year ago, but now |
experience the enthusiastic responses
of the Ministry of Foreigh Affairs.
Obviously we have tackled the right
topic for our cooperation.

What we intend to do is the
following - first, we make available all
our publications through our website.
They can be downloaded for free and
comprise current analyses on energy
becoming the key element in the
European bilateral relations and in
the relations EU - Russia. There are
also in-depth analyses, part of the
policy advice we worked out for the
Dutch government, as well as books
reflecting more academic research
in the Netherlands. | would like to
make all this available to the BDI in
particular, so that based on these
publications they can compile policy
advice and reports of interest to the
Bulgarian government. For example,
as a member of the EU you will now
have to discuss the topic of the
liberalization of the EU energy market,
which is a very tough debate, and this
is one area the information may prove
useful to you.

Secondly, we have decided to
make a new project each year. So this
year we will invite two people from
BDI and the Ministry of Foreign affairs
to come to Clingendael to be trained
not only in the topic of EU energy

policy but also to share with them
how we have organized our energy
centre. This is a one-week programme
but the guidance is very intensive
and those two people will not only
bring concepts back but also some
organizational understanding—howto
prioritize and organize energy policy.
Then in 2009 we intend to set up a big
conference where our best experts
will be sent here to Bulgaria and BDI
will organize the network within the
country. In this way the conference
will bring together all the actors, all
the organizations from the society,
government and the business sector.
| hope that the work groups to be set
up for the conference will be able to
touch key issues in strategic energy
policy. We as one of the founding
fathers of the EU look in a very special
way to Bulgaria, in particular for your
relations with Russia. You are now the
borderline for the EU and with our
help together we can bring along new
perspectives.

In research we intend to organize
a training seminar for people not only
involved in research but also for such
who need training in energy issues.
This will be the third activity foreseen
for 2010. In the end | hope that by this
mixed approach strategic thinking will
be applied to energy policy. No matter

— whether it be the Middle East, Asia,

to be aware of the implications your
country’s energy interest may have
on bilateral relations. A major duty
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is to
coordinate policies and people there
do not necessarily have to be experts
but have to be able to coordinate. So
| think our cooperation can exceed
simple sharing of information.

You have already mentioned
the relations between Bulgaria
and Russia. How do you view the
development of the European
relations with Russia?

My main concern for Russia at
the moment is that it is looking more
and more to Central Asia and China.
It raises the question: What will this
balancing of their policy between
Europe and Asia mean for the supplies
to Europe? But once again, if you look
at it from a geopolitical point of view
everythingisonthe move.The political
opportunities for the Russians are also
diversifying because we talk about a
product - the natural gas, but it is in
the end a very political product. For
this reason in our cooperation with
BDI we would like to touch upon this
also as an issue of national interest. If
you look in a perspective, Bulgaria in
the future can have a leading role in
